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With compliments we write to provide a report on the activities of the Child/Juvenile Justice
Section of the Ministry of Justice. The Section was established in 2010 with support from
UNICEF. The mandate of the Section includes advocacy, policy and legal reform related to
child justice issues. In addition, the Section implements a Diversion Pilot Program funded by the
Australian government. The Section has recently received funding from OSIWA to strengthen
the Diversion Program.

DIVERSION PROGRAM

Our Diversion Program seeks to channel children who come in conflict with the law away from
formal judicial proceedings. There are currently 34 participants in our two target counties of
Montserrado and Bong. All of the participants in the program are receiving vocational skills
training. In Montserrado County, the training is provided by the Salvation Army Vocational
School, Liberian Opportunity Industrialization Center (LOIC), and Inter-Digital. In Bong
County, the training is provided by the Liberian Opportunity Industrialization Center (LOIC).
The participants also receive individual and family counseling on a weekly basis from social
workers seconded to the Diversion Program from the Ministry of Health and Social Welfare.

The Section sponsors ongoing training for social workers involved in the Program. The most
recent trainings were held on May 28, 2013 in Monrovia and August 1-2, 2013 in Gbarnga.
Social workers from both counties participated in the workshops.

The response to the Program has been positive from parents and participants. Some participants
reported that their children were utilizing the skills acquired from the vocational skills training
program. One example is that of a boy in Bong County who made benches for the family home.
Other participants have been performing minor repairs of cars or furniture. Those involved in
the tailoring program have been sewing for family members. Many- family members of
participants and participants alike commented that they wanted to see the program expand to
afford more children the opportunity to benefit from the Program.

DIVERSION CLUB PEER EDUCATORS

The Diversion Club has been established to promote the following: prevention of delinquent
behavior by children identified as at risk for coming into conflict with the law, good moral
character, good decision making and conflict resolution skills. The Diversion Club will be led
by Peer Educators who are spokespersons for the Club and will participate in school and
